1.4 PASSING SCORE

The passing score for this exam is 3000, using a scaled scoring method. The scale is from
1000-6000. Scaled scores are calculated using a mathematical formula that considers a
variety of factors, including the number and type of exam guestions included in a specific
version of the exam. Because this combination may vary in different versions of the
same examination, scaled scores provide a fair score for everyone based on the version
of the exam taken.

1.5 HOW OBJECTIVES RELATE TO QUESTIONS ON THE EXAM

Objectives summarize what the test is designed to measure. Objectives are developed
by Exam Developers and Subject Matter Experts based on identified tasks that relate
to the job of navigating and managing a Nutanix Era-managed database environment.
